TEACHER’S NOTES – L TOTALS
· The word ‘translate’ and its meaning to students
· Insist on correct algebraic notation and symbolism at all times

e.g

· all variables defined clearly

· formulae not expressions

· Encourage students to avoid drawing grids which extend too far ‘downwards’ as it is the ‘width’ of the grids which is critical to the generalisations, especially in the early stages of the investigation. 
(‘Standards Interactive’ software – Number Grid (mask the grid))
· As students start question 3 mention to them that the L-number is always that number which is at the bottom of the stem of the letter L regardless of its orientation of the grid.
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· Insist on the correct transformation terminology
e.g.       0     is a vertical translation upwards!!! (start towards the

bottom of the grid.
