Statistics: some hypotheses, for debating how they will be solved, for choosing the right information to collect and to plan and undertake.

5) Those who walk to school are less likely to have school lunch.

6) Busy people are more successful.

7) Girls eat healthier food.

8) All the adverts during the football matches are aimed at men.

9) Daytime TV adverts are aimed at elderly people.

10) Children watch TV more than any other leisure activity.

11) The price of a second-hand car depends on its mileage.

12) Pokemon is out of fashion.

13) Jobs in Herefordshire are well paid.

14) The best children’s books have lots of pictures.

15) Teachers are not interested in cars.

16) Pupils’ attendance at school is at its worst in November.

17) The pupils are happy with school dinners.

18) The 50-minute lunch break is long enough.

19) If a drawing pin is dropped on the floor, it will end up point upwards. (Murphy’s Law)

20) Blowing on dice brings you luck.
